Students who maintain a 2.0 GPA will be directly admitted into the Advertising and Public Relations (ADPR) program
upon transferring to West Virginia University. Those students who have below a 2.0 GPA must have a C- or better in
MDIA 215S (WVU), to be admitted into the ADPR program within the Reed College of Media upon transferring.

*For a two-year, four semester plans of study to be viable, Blue Ridge students must complete MDIA 215S either in
the summer session prior to their first semester (if offered) or in their first semester to stay on track. Students can
work with their faculty advisor to select another course, if MDIA 215S is completed in the summer.

**Students are required to complete STAT 111 as a College of Media requirement. Students who complete MATH 114
at BRCTC, will have completed the WVU equivalent of STAT 211, therefore, the STAT 111 requirement will be fulfilled
as well as the Math Requirement at WVU. The student will need to complete an elective to meet the 120-hour WVU

requirement.
